Early Musician Class Goals

Vocal Behaviors

1. Child is not yet vocally expressive.

2. Child uses voice expressively in unpitched speech.

3. Child sings two and three note tonal patterns accurately within a limited vocal range.

4. Child sings an entire song with accurate pitch.

Playing Instruments
1. Child does not yet play instruments.

2. Child plays instruments to create sound effects or add tone color to activity.

3. Child plays instruments with steady beat.

4. Child plays rhythmic or tonal patterns using instruments.

5. Child plays extended musical phrases using pitched instruments.

Creating and Representing Music
1. Child does not yet create music.
2. Child uses body and props to interpret music.

3. Child creates personal songs to accompany play.

4. Child creates instrumental accompaniments to songs, recording, stories, or poems.

5. Child uses musical notation to represent musical ideas.

Responding to Music
1. Child does not respond to music.

2. Child responds to different tempos and dynamics in music.

3. Child identifies different types of instruments used to create music.

4. Child uses appropriate vocabulary to discuss music, musical notation, music styles, etc. . 

5. Child is more aware of the use of music in all parts of daily life.
